Judges will conduct private interviews. There will not be a talent show for the candidates. 

If you are chosen as Miss Railroad Days or her attendant, you will be asked to appear in various 

parades and community functions. It will be expected that you make yourself available at any time 

to represent your title and the community of Durand, if asked in a reasonable amount of time (no 

less than one week notification). 

A pageant will be held if 5 or more applications are received. If there are less than 5 

applications received, an informal interview will be held.
